Caption for the Tracing Lines Video

Student: I'm using the magnifier that comes on my iPhone to trace the horizontal line, the curb until I find poles. And I found a pole. So I'll zoom to the street sign and take a picture. And then, I'll move the position of my iPhone away from the glare, so I won't strain my eyes.

Description of the Tracing Lines Video

Middle school boy is standing at a quiet intersection holding his iPhone. Using the iPhone’s native magnifier app (or camera app), he zooms in and locates the curb on the other side of the line.  He ‘traces’ or follows the curb line to the intersecting street in order to find the pole. He zooms in to read the print on the sign.  This sign has information about the nearby area. The boy then takes a picture of the zoomed sign and then turns around (putting his back to the street and to the sun) so that he can look at the picture without glare on his iPhone screen.
