Use of the Hot Shot Beverage Maker with Power Strip
Notes to staff: Before student uses appliance, check “Student Appliance Use” list to find out if he or she is okayed to use it. Check also for any specialized set-up, equipment, or techniques. 
If sink is not accessible, student may empty mug into a suitable container and fill mug from a small pitcher. 
Work tray must have a raised edge of at least one and one-quarter inches to contain spills.

1. Gather food and equipment onto work tray. Equipment List: work tray, ceramic mug, (not Styrofoam or paper), Hot Shot, spoon, napkin or paper towel, food or drink mix, power strip.
2. With dry hands, check to be sure that power strip is switched off and Hot Shot is plugged into power strip.

3. Be certain Hot Shot is level: that the cord is coming out the slot in the back of Hot Shot.

4. Drain Hot Shot into mug so that Hot Shot is empty. Empty mug into sink.

5. Fill mug with cold water to manageable level.

6. Lift Hot Shot lid by safety wing.

7. Pour water from mug into Hot Shot in a smooth, quick movement.

8. Close lid.

9. Check for spills and wipe up, if any.

10.Place instant beverage mix, tea bag, or food item you are using into mug.

11.Center mug under the spout with handle facing front and then push mug to back.

12.Turn on power strip with dry hands.

13.Press heat lever. Keep back a safe distance from Hot Shot to avoid the steam.

14.When finished heating, turn off power strip with dry hands.

15.Press and hold down dispense lever until you hear no more water dispensing.

16.Carefully remove mug from base of Hot Shot.

17.Stir as needed. 

18.Transport item safely.
